Introduction

One of the earliest explorers to enter Earth’s atmosphere from Mars, since the Buddha event, did not land here in a space ship, nor was he abducted in some UFO backyard scam. n 1936, when the Martian invasion began in earnest under commander Orson Wells. But he was one of the first to serve notice that something profound had happened within the realm of Mars. He was one of the earliest voyagers to return and present the key to understanding the Mars Deed of Buddha.

Henry David Thoreau was born on July 12, 1817 in Concord, Massachusetts. He was indeed the advance guard of a Martian invasion that has begun to filter into every nook and cranny of the American psyche. Thoreau’s influence in the world and his Sanctuary at Walden Pond, were the starting point, a new mystery center, out of which the Civil Rights movement and Gandhi’s mighty soul stirring non-violence ideas began confronting the aggressive pockets of stubborn and resistant Mars forces still existent in the deep reaches of every soul who has crossed the river Styx or forgotten their former identities in the river of forgetfulness, ancient Lethe.

“J. Glenn Gray, a World War II combat veteran who taught philosophy after the war, wrote: “Few of us can hold on to our real selves long enough to discover the real truths about ourselves and this whirling earth to which we cling. This is especially true of men in war. The Great god Mars tries to blind us when we enter his realm, and when we leave he gives us a generous cup of the waters of Lethe to drink.”

The invasions from Mars, like alien abductions, are events that have become distorted in the distorted mirror of the 20th and 21st mind.  Americans easily fall prey to the delusions and distortions of Science and pseudo Reality that twist around in our uneducated brains. The mere mention of Mars sets off visions of astronauts strolling over the Red planet. Which is no more delusional than visions of sugar plumbs and Santa Claus on our rooftops. Because we can technically do something does not mean that it brings us closer to reality. 

There has been an invasion going on, at least since 1936, when Orson Wells shocked the world. The invasion that has been going on has been a trickling in of souls who bring a new way of working with peace and brotherhood in the form of compassion and non-violence. These new inner experiences are carried into life from humanities after death sojourn through the planetary spheres. In this research document, we will explore a tiny fragment of a mighty mystery that has been rippling out from the Mystery of Golgotha and reveals how the Logos of Love has begun the transformation of our solar system.

In this essay we are making a strong distinction between the hallucinations and insanity that current culture and education forces onto the world and the foundational reality of the human soul and spirit as a fact. Thoreau was an early leading thinker in his opposition to media driven, and technology driven distractions that prevent humanity from understanding the world around them. Yet Thoreau’s inner being and what his impulse generated has concrete tie ins to powerful discordant trends of our culture. Our error in education is that we are unable to link the various threads of culture into cohesive branches that range from social inspirations to the scientific exploration of the heavens. 

In this essay we will link Thoreau’s influence to several major themes. These themes have sub branches and unusual channels that have remained unexplored and un synthesized because of cultures faulty dependency on mere analytical thinking patterns. The Themes to be explored in this essay will be:

· Introduction 

· The Christ Event and the World of the Dead

· Thoreau’s Mission or The Usual Suspects

· Mephistopheles – Materialism - Ahriman 

· NASA and Christian Initiation

· The Stigmata Initiation

While it appears that I am being sarcastic about my version of reality that merges Thoreau’s monumental work, “Civil Disobedience” with invasions from Mars, I am not. I am as serious as a heart attack. Thoreau said:

“By closing the eyes and slumbering, and consenting to be deceived by shows, men establish and confirm their daily life of routine and habit everywhere, which still is built on purely illusory foundations. Children, who play life, discern its true law and relations more clearly than men, who fail to live it worthily, but who think that they are wiser by experience, that is, by failure.”

Mars forces in the human soul of humanity, Warfare that has been a part of humanities heritage and that has run through the blood of mankind as revenge and eye for an eye terrorism through ancient bloody realms of Kings and feuding family blood lines, have all been part of the mighty historical foundations of building a firm structure of courage, and conscience in the I AM of each human being.  From India’s ancient Rama down to Troy and today’s headlines, war and the forces of Mars, have swept humanity into horrors that have left a dark, dark blot on the spiritual development of mankind. 

The tendency in education, science and religion today is to continue to develop this psychic blot on into future generations yet unborn. Once we are invested on earth with motives and intelligence mankind appears unable to break the spell of the shadow of a lie that continues to invest the Christ Event with narrow-minded reductionism.

The Christ Event and the powerful rippling forces that have flowed out from Golgotha into human history are, by and large, unrealistically treated by most of our religious traditions. The Christ Event is also a scientific fact of matter and matters inherent redemption all the way down to the core of the Earth. But science ignores the depth of this mystery as well.  Instead of understanding matter’s cohesion with Light and Love, That a God clothed himself in matter, even after his death, Science and the military prefers to call down the cosmic destructive forces of nuclear fission instead of the healing renewal of the Resurrection.

It is here, on our Holy Home Planet, where Earth again receives the incarnation of human souls from their sojourns in the planetary spheres. Right from the start of the embryo each growing human being’s developments have been restored and quickened from their pre-birth experiences. We look into the eyes of our children and we wonder, what do they bring with them? Finally, as young adults, they once again impact the sluggish thought sphere of human education and attempt to hold onto the high spiritual hopes they had acquired before their births.  

The life after death, as well as the significant life we share on earth together, is filled with myths, unworkable psychological errors, and scientific and religious fraud. This unsorted tangle of theories, faith and hallucinations are thrown on the table of universities, newspapers and the internet, and left to others to sort out. Thoreau brings one of these unworkable statements into one of his own unique contemplations.

Henry David Thoreau wrote in "Letters": 

"I lived in Judea eighteen hundred years ago, but I never knew that there was such a one as Christ among my contemporaries."

This statement by Thoreau has not gone unnoticed by culture but it is pleasant and plausible for our cultural thinking to also dismiss the Christ event, as something that, like Thoreau, we also did not grasp in a former incarnation. But all we need to do now, is pay lip service to a very kind and gentle man who died, so it is rumored, for our entire global populations sins. The vastness of this concept, resting on one individual’s destiny, is ignored or placed in the ‘X ‘ file box marked “Faith”. It is placed there because we prefer to maintain ignorance as to what a Human Being might be, what we all might carry within us.  

Thoreau brought with him into incarnation something amazingly powerful. He brought with him experiences that had so changed him during his sojourn after death that he did not fail to bring to our attention the first indications of the stunning Planetary Transformation of the forces of Mars going on currently in our solar system. Thoreau in his “Civil Disobedience” condensed the new moral technique that would be the foundation for changing ancient aggressive mars energies into the seeds of Spirit Selfhood.  

It is also a fact that Thoreau incarnated with a stream of individuals, the transcendentalist movement, who bore in their spiritual make-up, experiences that echoed the stupendous events of the War in Heaven and the Michael School. These individuals incarnated, like Thoreau, with a stirring message from the spiritual world that exists between death and a new birth.

“Nathaniel Hawthorne has a house here. So do Louisa May Alcott and Ralph Waldo Emerson. But what about native son Henry David Thoreau? 

 The white clapboard house where Thoreau was born still stands on Virginia Road, not far from historic Concord center. But the privately owned home on 18.4 prime acres of land is up for sale. And preservationists, fearing its destruction, have mounted a campaign to save it.

“…Young Henry would live there only eight months, though. The family was forced to auction off the house in 1818 to pay off debts, according to Tom Blanding, a Thoreau scholar and Concord resident. 

 Sixteen years after Thoreau's death in 1862, the Virginia Road home was picked up and moved just up the street to the spot where it now stands. 

 A man whose simple, gentle views influenced Mahatma Gandhi and Martin Luther King Jr., Thoreau is perhaps best known for "Walden," which chronicles his days in a modest cabin he built on the shores of Walden Pond. The cabin was long ago destroyed, although a replica of it was recently built near the pond. 

 Recognized as one of the founders of the transcendentalist movement, Thoreau went to great lengths to find the spiritual in the physical, said Ron Hoag, editor of the Thoreau Society's journal and an English professor at East Carolina University in Greenville, N.C. 

 "The birthplace of Thoreau is in a very real sense the birthplace of all of his ideas and everything that flows from his writings," Mr. Hoag said. 

 Today, the house, with its peeling white paint and green shutters, sits on just a fraction of the original 150-acre property. 

 But the 18.4-acre grounds are prime real estate in an area that has recently been claimed by subdivisions and developments. New office parks are just down the street. A parcel of moderate-income homes is planned for across the road. And Hanscom Air Base is just through the woods. 

 Only a handful of people have owned the house and tilled the soil since the Thoreau’s lived there, making it some of the oldest continuously farmed property in the region, Mr. Blanding said.”

When we incarnate, we individually remain unaware of each other’s efforts and ideals until later in life, if at all. The Transcendentalists did not know that they had shared a mighty revelation before they incarnated in the geographic area of the North East United States. However, we understand after their life contributions were made, that indeed, like the Romantics, the Transcendentalists shared the same spiritual ideals and brought something fresh into the new American soul substance. Indeed we could say, in this instance, without having had the World Wide Web, much of the Karma of this group depended on three distinct things; location, location and location.

The Christ Event and the World of the Dead
The research I am presenting took shape from discussions I was having with a friend of mine about what the War Dead really understand after dying in earthly conflicts. We both understood Spiritual Science yet; my friend took a very strong view in favor of the nationalist, patriotic expressions arising in America after 911. There has been such massive destruction and untold suffering from the 20th century and now as we enter the 21st century the same attitudes have arisen again from every patriotic American and it once more rushes to fill every stadium with its fear driven nationalistic, patriotic, bravado. My friend and I differed on our perception of America yet we both loved Thoreau. 

It was my opinion that the Dead did not march across the threshold, after the horrors of a war, waving a triumphant American Flag. They weren’t singing wonderful German ballads to the Fatherland. They didn’t salute the Emperor of the East and the Rising Sun and bathe in the glory of their sacrificial deaths. Nor did Allah usher them into the Bordello of Paradise that Islamic martyrs are trained to imagine. Such macho nationalism and hallucinations are promoted only on this side of the threshold. 

The Dead immediately learn other lessons after death that has to do with the brotherhood of humanity not its murder.  Most Americans are too immature to really grasp the reality of what the Dead experience, but they continue to understand the passion and false heroism of War and the ancient force of Mars in our blood from this side of the threshold. After all, aside from the Christ Event, history is riddled with betrayal, political intrigue and deceptions that have led to catastrophe after catastrophe. That is, after all, the only side of reality we have been made aware of.

It is here, in the Mars force of the human bloodstream that flowed from the Cross of Golgotha, that we find the unfolding activity of the mighty Logos of Love that suffered on the Cross. It is here where the blood of mankind meets the blood shed on Golgotha that the ancient force of immortality bequeathed by the Gods themselves, awakes to its higher mission of Love and brotherhood through the supreme efforts of humanity.

Thoreau’s “Civil Disobedience”

Earth has achieved the Christ and the Earth has the mission, through mankind, to ray out a new epoch of creation founded on the Being of the Logos Himself. There is enormous science buried under the pseudo sentimental religious debris of centuries. The mystery of the X and Y-chromosomes and the core secrets hidden in the sexes determined the outcome of how the Resurrection might serve all humanity.  

Matter and Light scintillate together, coalesce, disperse and take on solid form because of the cohesive force of the mighty Logos of Love active in the blood of humanity. Blood may coagulate or dissolve itself but the secret of the Fourth Incarnation of the Earth is how the Red Blood force of Mars could become imbued with the powerful force of compassion, freedom, healing and love that would lift fallen Nature off its hinges. That is humanities actual mission, the healing of all the kingdoms of nature. That is why they are called kingdoms. 

It was from Golgotha that we learned that the Solar Word, an Elohim, had given birth to embryonic humanity in Ancient Saturn Evolution. The Word itself had brought creation into harmony and our Solar system into musical, Pythagorean order. The Logos itself was involved intimately with every mineral, plant, animal and human destiny, enough so that John could state, “All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.” This Being was no ordinary everyday simple man.  To simplify this complex and powerful story and make it palatable for simple human consumption is where all the problems of our modern Science and Religion have floundered on the rocks of current materialism. 

When Science takes up the Christ event and the myths of the Bible we end up with the Raelians account of the Elohim being extra-terrestrials who genetically engineered the human race for later colonization. 

“For Brigitte Boisselier, cloning a human being isn't just good science &SHY; it's a religious imperative. As a trained chemist and a bishop of a sect that believes scientists from another planet created all life on Earth, Boisselier and other followers of the "Raelian" religion say cloning is key to humanity's future. Despite warnings from scientists who say such practices are fraught with potential health risks, some Raelians have built a secret U.S. laboratory and vowed to create the first human clone this year. They also believe the feds have no legal right to stop them.”

So to stand between simple Fundamentalism and the Raelian view, we stand between two destructive illusions. The media frenzy and press coverage of such an event as the Raelian announcement was only equal to the reality shows and Jerry Springer tales, that spin their webs from the American Heartland keeping everyone transfixed, hypnotized and suffering unconsciously.  

Such anti-human activity marks a deliberate attempt to dull and distort the thinking capacities of the human spirit. In this dullness, Invaders, UfO’s, McCarthy/Poindexter like witch-hunts and great expeditions into the dead regions of space are carried out with scholastic media distraction, while oil, war and biological fears assault the souls of the west and infect the world with political propaganda.  

If you thought I was sarcastic about understanding Thoreau and his relation to Mars it can only be because if we actually attempt to think into the true experiences of human beings and the planetary system we encounter immense obstacles. The Dead in their sojourn through the planetary worlds and their experiences after death are bringing to humanity a whole other message. A message we still prefer not grasp; a message that roots itself in the psychology of human beings but fails to come to consciousness because of our educational system.

Rumors from an Aeolian Harp

There is a vale which none hath seen,

In my discussion, I asked my friend what he understood about the sacrifices the Dead made and what they learned from their experiences during War. He masterfully quoted those wonderful words from Dr. Steiner given for the fighters during WWI. We notice that the Light Stream in the blood is called upon.

"Out of courage shown in battle, 

Out of the blood shed in war, 

Out of the grief of those who are left, 

Out of the people's deeds of sacrifice 

Spirit fruits will come to grow 

If souls with knowledge of the spirit 

Turn their mind to spirit realms. 

"And for those who because of those events have already gone through the 

gate of death: 

"Out of courage shown in battle, 

Out of the blood shed in war, 

Out of the grief of those who are left, 

Out of the people's deeds of sacrifice 

Spirit fruits will come to grow 

If souls with knowledge of the spirit 

Turn their mind to spirit realms." 

My friend also drew upon the world sympathy regarding the evil done to the United States in the infamous 911 attack. He pointed out the wonders of our current leaders and praised them for calling an entire Religious group, “Evil Doers”.

 It was here once again that I encountered this inner knot in the soul life of various Catholics, patriots and fundamentalists, who, though through priest craft, their children were molested weekly, still came right back to the church every Sunday. Even if my friend was a clear thinking, well-trained Spiritual Science student, he could not for the life of him, overcome this knot of thinking as to what actually the dead experience as they cross the Threshold. 

I decided to convey to my friend what I thought the Dead experienced, mainly because I had a mother who had died when I was three and she had been only 21 when she crossed the threshold. After I was adopted I continued to feel the presence of my mother and her contributions to my thought life, she remained a wonderful companion through my sojourn on earth; while I became a student of those that sojourn the spiritual world after death. This has allowed me to take a great deal of interest in the changes that have occurred for the dead since the Christ event.

Steiner drew attention to something that Achilles, the great Greek Warrior, experienced after death that shadowed the entire occult perception of the pre-Christian world. While Achilles was not an initiate, Odysseus in his journey home had to contact the world of the Dead. 

Odysseus was able to contact those slain and dead heroes of the Trojan War and there, in the Odyssey, (the same Odyssey that reveals the incarnating embryo approaching Earth in “2001 a Space Odyssey”) discovered that Achilles was certainly not in a better state after death because he had been a hero on earth.  Steiner related that:

"The initiate of that time was actually able to learn directly from the shades in the spiritual world. The following is really the statement of an initiate: “Better a beggar on earth than a king in the realm of shades.” This statement is made out of the initiates' experience. "
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I brought the example of noble Hector, who was killed, supposedly by Achilles, and his body dragged around Troy and finally desecrated. Hector; who was right in the thick of the pre-Christian mode of thinking, which preserved the mysteries of Mars blood feuds and family honor, also went along with the abduction of Helen from Greece.  The emotional core of the Aphrodite mystery of the human heart, the Good Freyja mystery was the cause of all Wars. This mystery was resolved for mankind on a Good Friday in 33 AD. 

But Hector, the hero of Troy, incarnated again, after the Christ Event, as Hamlet Prince of Denmark. Hector, noble Hector, a true patriot, with all the knotty attitudes and loyal qualities of his state and country felt an enormous change of consciousness and conscience when he appeared on earth again as, Hamlet. The seer Shakespeare zeroed in on Hamlet, Prince of Denmark. There was the reincarnated being of Hector of Troy. 

Given the vision of the world of the Dead, of the tormented soul of Hamlet’s Father, who had been murdered before his time, and was forced to suffer and haunt the neighborhood of his kingdom with all the unresolved Karma he had, was still bound to his earthly destiny. [image: image10.jpg]


Hector/Hamlet could now see the world of the Dead and could see into the deep issues of betrayal, karma and political machinations that had allowed his uncle to become his adopted Father. His ancient psychic blood forces cried out to him, yet he needed solid proof, intuition in order to verify, in concrete thought, what his psychic forces revealed to him in secret.  

I have been well aware in my own incarnation how my mother’s uncle had adopted me, so that my Great Uncle was the person who raised me. It was a common initiation signature that an uncle raised Arthur as well as in many Norse myths that recall how uncles raised various heroes of the sagas. So, Hector, now finds himself having to re-examine his blood, his relations to his mother and his family ties and feeling alienated and a stranger to all that should be easy going, unconscious and relaxed. Hell, his uncle was family after all. And that was the problem; we seem to think, falsely, that our blood relations have something in common with our I AM development.  

Hector had a stunning revelation in his incarnation as Hamlet. The Christ Event had illuminated the ‘shady’ world of the dead; there was deep illumination from the penetrating light of the Christ Event deep into the world of the shades. Prior to the Christ Event being a big hero like Hector, Odysseus or Achilles was something to be admired and envied on the Earth. 

Now understanding the heroic aspect of the Christ Event meant changing everything about what it means to die for a manipulated political cause or to fight and kill others because strangers have murdered one of your own family members. After the Christ Event, Christ penetrated and illuminated the real facts of conscience and courage, with the result that lessons after death did not support the glories of carnage and bloodletting we tend to praise here on earth. There was a dynamic and profound change after the Christ Event and this change in the interior light of the soul as it travels through the planets after death, is the new seed of inner light, conscience and the future potential of the Spirit Self. 

Conscience had dawned and opened whole new vistas for the living and the world of the Dead. Light was streaming in from Golgotha and awakening the new forces of compassion and conscience latent in the blood and raying this new force far into the spiritual and the planetary worlds we pass through after our deaths. While this argument was sound and based on solid spiritual lessons after death, it wasn’t enough to influence anybody. Even if I drew in Steiner who said:

"Had nothing occurred other than man's descent into the physical world, consciousness between death and a new birth would have grown ever darker. Ultimately men would have entirely lost their connection with the spiritual world. Now, however singular it may appear to those who are only slightly infected with some form of materialism, what I am about to say is true. Had nothing else intervened in human evolution, mankind would have succumbed to spiritual death. But there is a possibility of illuminating the consciousness between death and a new birth, and this illumination can be achieved either through initiation or (to a lower degree) through man's participating in the spiritual world during this life, having experiences that do not die out with his bodies, but remain connected with the eternal core of his being, even in the spiritual world. This was the concern of the mysteries and of all spiritual development. It was the concern of the great initiates before Christ and, above all, of the Being whom we call Christ. All other initiates were in a certain sense forerunners of the Christ; they were harbingers who pointed to the coming of the Christ." 

I found, to be fair, I had to make my own frail attempt at elaborating what I felt the Dead experienced and what I felt was one of the stepping-stones to understanding the experience of the Dead after the Mystery of Golgotha. So I wrote my friend:

“My understanding of the Dead is that they- Turn their minds and hearts to spiritual worlds and integrate all that the Foundation Stone meant to the heart breaking passage of the 1st Goetheanum into flames, as Steiner looked not only on the ruins of Europe but of his own offering. There, amidst the ashes and the ruin was also a cosmic 911. Steiner wept. 

But what was the loss to mankind? We have Steiner's works. We have all that cognition can offer; he created a Chartres for the Consciousness Soul and for the millions of Dead. The gates were opened for the Spiritual Goetheanum to ray out to those incarnating towards the Earth and those who had just made passage out of it. 

No, they didn't think to salute the American Flag, sing old German ballads, or feel the joy that they died well defending the Emperor and the Rising Sun. They sorrowed when they saw the Etheric Christ, as made manifest in shimmering Light beyond the threshold, in sanctuary, in the Etheric world Devachan, as the Michael Sanctuary glittered in the distance and their own errors tormented them from climbing towards its lofty summits. 

But messengers were sent, Angels brought, nursed, and the Heavens healed in wafting tones of math and destiny exactly the healing each needed. 

There the Courage- which is the foundation of the Thrones contribution to immortality and the foundation of our own Higher I AM's and been bathed, through these countless deaths, these fighters, baptized; and as they lifted free from their broken cities and bodies- A new Earth, under a new management was the high fiery ideal that they were promised from the deeds and courage of Liberals like Dr. Steiner. He is the very founder and origin, after Paraclesus, of "The Green Movement". The New Earth was wrought and the old garments of bloodlines, Nationalism, Political lies, were understood as illnesses to be avoided. This is what knowing Dr. Steiner also means to some of us.

The Dead knew they would come again in bodies, to other lands, and pay and suffer for the errors that blood, nationalism, and ties to the flesh, that were false, had caused on Earth. They would be taught in the Flaming Michael School, the lost Goetheanum, and from the Spiritual World, given the new tools of the soul and spirit they would need to develop brotherhood and clarity on Earth. 

However it would require real courage to face the new masks, on the new faces, of the new trials earth would present. It would mean speaking out like Martin Luther King Jr. and falling, and erring in the snares of his double. The Dead were armed with an understanding that false Political and Religious regions were still raying out darkness on earth and that, they should seek the Christ and seek to discover and carry new Christed thinking. Yet the snares and the masks had also evolved further since their previous deaths. 

When they returned again to earth the Bible would once more entice them into the false security of what they remembered of their after life, and in the new incarnations flowing from Sweden- and India, and North America, vast shifts of Native Americans would arrive in different forms, scattered in different countries and experience different destines. 

The Dead saw that all humanity, not just Americans under Nationalistic mottos and full of darkness and false patriotism, would entice the old ideas back into the soul so that Ahriman would take the place of all that was learned in the Heavens. Now they are everywhere, mingled with those newly born and those that had died in Wars, with those that were baptized in fiery courage and with those that had tortured and killed falsely. 

I once commented to my friend how people get on a plane and how there is karma in this entering the gate and sharing the Threshold with passengers and having a group of strangers suddenly wiped out, off the face of the earth. I mentioned that we might look at strangers who find themselves again on Earth and they might feel the urge to play in a Symphony together with a group of strangers, each creating a new harmony and learning to harmonize and individualize together. They might not know why exactly. 

These things the Dead would seek from buildings bombed, cities destroyed, 300,000 taken in one gush of nuclear incineration, a common weal and woe, so that their Nationalism, and their patriotism should be consciously shifted to the Brotherhood of Mankind and the Spiritual World. Whether they were boarded on trains in the peril of camps dedicated to the Industrial disposal of Ethnic types, through production line efficient ethnic cleansing techniques. Or otherwise fighting on the Beaches of Normandy - Humanity and the Karma of humanity would have to discover their Brotherhood. This is the great mission of Earth and Mankind.

The pale, pale arguments from pulpits and politicians of exactly what such dead ones would declare if they could declare something, was filled with sentimental lies.  What the Dead would actually hope for if they were conscious of having experienced the Spiritual Worlds was condensed in wise words from Steiner and many, many others. 

The typical reaction to 911 is noble and valid yet the complications of the Political and spiritual values do not gel with the longings of the Dead as they return to karma or country, under new management, under new ideals. Those ideals must be constantly monitored by Free Spiritual Beings because it is so easy to forget what the Spiritual World offered and it is easy to gloss over that Dr. Steiner would not have agreed with most of the running political agendas that are still fermenting the same sort of 20th century catastrophes, nationalism and blood letting we continue to perpetuate in the 21st century. 

The dead may be humbler, may be liberal now, maybe not. But what is clear is that the loudest political voices that preach Injustice in a country that stands for Justice is only fueling ancient woes and not new, warmed visions of Humanities full potential. It takes clear ears to hear when a soul is trying to utter such things. It takes a clear heart and a discerning intuition to determine who are the sheep and who are the wolves.

 Deep in our inner development we sense when the passion of a half baked answer triggers only one side of the suffering that remains in soaked, and provoked nationalism instead of higher spiritual reasoning. It is this reasoning that goes blank, that clocks out and in its place a raw voice filling stadium after stadium is heard. "Our guys are good theirs are evil".. if you cannot hear the voice echoing down the centuries your inner development has issues you have real Hamlet issues.”

After Golgotha the unfolding events behind the threshold of Death and the experiences mankind undergoes in the vast community of the planetary worlds underwent an enormous change. The Change had to do with the Christ Being taking up the Karma of the Earth evolution and ascending back again along the route he had come from when he descended and incarnated into the man, Jesus, at the Baptism.

Christ, the powerful Ancient Sun Evolution Logos, shrunk his immense Being in the same way we are able to focus the force of sunlight through a magnifying glass. The Christ Being had passed through all the lofty kingdoms above mankind and entered into the least of these. Which is why He could say, ‘that which ye do to the least of these ye do also to me’. 

On completion of his task with humanity, he arose and began his slow, transformation of the entire planetary worlds, starting with the freedom and love latent in the hearts of humanity. A whole new paradigm and new agreements are now underway because Christ experienced Death on Golgotha, on Earth, and within the realm of humanity. 

As the Dead pass through their experiences in the after life, they review and pass through layer after layer of inner consciousness.  Mercury, Venus, Moon, Mars, Jupiter, Saturn and beyond are all experiences that are layered within each of us and inspire and shape the talents and karma of what is inside each individual. That which was and that which is to be is invisibly formed, pre-embryonically, before we see the product, the incarnated personality. This is the real space travel that we have projected outwardly onto the external face of the universe. 

Our universe wears an inner face however. The Face of the Logos, the Christ Being stands behind the face of what we see externally as our universe. Just as truly we only see the external human being in front of us, yet there is an internal human being with a massive onion layered, experiential biography that we fail to see because we treat this entire world and the things in it with merely a one-sided glance.  The author of this mighty musical composition and the mathematical relationships that Kepler had explored are all part of the Inner music and laws of the Pythagorean planetary Christ Logos.

So after Buddha had participated in the Luke Jesus destiny, it was agreed upon that he would head up an initiative to begin to tame the wild forces that exist in the after life, in the devachan of the Mars existence. This is how we can locate and determine from the activity of Thoreau, Gandhi and Martin Luther King Jr. that a new technique for the transformation of Mars forces, an invasion from Mars, has been ongoing in countless souls. 

Dr. Steiner had this to say, about the further transformation of the Inner Warring experiences of the blood and consciousness that had frustrated the passage of the soul through the so-called, ‘underworld’ of our own untransformed aggressive mars impulses.

“Christian Rosenkreutz had known what the work of Buddha on Mars would signify [image: image11.wmf] 

for the whole Cosmos, what his teachings of Nirvana, of liberation from the Earth would signify on Mars. The teaching of 

Nirvana was unsuited to a form of culture directed primarily to 

practical life. Buddha's pupil, Francis of Assisi, was an example of 

the fact that this teaching produces in its adepts complete 

remoteness from the world and its affairs. But the content of 

Buddhism which was not adapted to the practical life of man between birth and death was of high importance for the soul between death and a new birth. Christian Rosenkreutz realized that for a certain purification needed on Mars, the teachings of Buddha were pre- eminently suitable. 

The Christ Being, the Essence of Divine Love, had once come down to the Earth to a people in many respects alien, and in the seventeenth century, Buddha, the Prince of Peace, went to Mars - the planet of war and conflict - to execute his mission there. The souls on Mars were warlike, torn with strife. Thus Buddha performed a deed of sacrifice similar to the deed performed in the Mystery of Golgotha by the Bearer of the Essence of Divine Love. 

To dwell on Mars as Buddha was a deed of sacrifice offered to the 

Cosmos. He was as it were the lamb offered up in sacrifice on Mars 

and to accept this environment of strife was for him a kind of 

Crucifixion. Buddha performed this deed on Mars in the service of 

Christian Rosenkreutz. Thus do the great Beings who guide the world 

work together, not only on the Earth but also from one planet to another. 

Since the Mystery of Mars was consummated by Gautama Buddha, human beings have been able to receive different forces from Mars during the corresponding period between death and a new birth. Not only does a man bring with him into a new birth quite different forces from Mars, but because of the influence exercised by the spiritual deed of Buddha, forces also stream from Mars into men who practice meditation as a means for reaching the spiritual world. When the modern pupil of Spiritual Science meditates in the sense indicated by Christian Rosenkreutz, forces sent to the Earth by Buddha as the Redeemer of Mars, stream to him. 

Christian Rosenkreutz is thus revealed to us as the great Servant of 

Christ Jesus; but what Buddha, as the emissary of Christian 

Rosenkreutz, was destined to contribute to the work of Christ Jesus - 

this had also to come to the help of the work performed by Christian 

Rosenkreutz in the service of Christ Jesus. The soul of Gautama 

Buddha has not again been in physical incarnation on the Earth but is 

utterly dedicated to the work of the Christ Impulse. What was the 

word of Peace sent forth from the Buddha to the Child Jesus described in the Gospel of St. Luke? "Glory in the Heights and on the Earth - Peace!" And this word of Peace, issuing mysteriously from Buddha, resounds from the planet of war and conflict to the soul of men on the Earth. 

Because all these things had transpired, it was possible to avert the 

division of human beings into the two distinct classes - consisting 

on the one hand of men of the type of Francis of Assisi and on the 

other, men who live wholly in materialism. If Buddha had remained in direct and immediate connection with the Earth he would not have been able to concern himself with the "men of practical affairs"; and his influence would have made the others into monks like Francis of 

Assisi. 

Through the deed of Redemption performed by Gautama Buddha on 

Mars, it is possible for us, when we are passing through the Mars- 

period of existence between death and a new birth, to become 

followers of Francis of Assisi without causing subsequent deprivation 

to the Earth. Grotesque as it may seem, it is true nevertheless, that 

since the seventeenth century, every human being in the Mars- 

existence is, for a time, a Buddhist, a Franciscan, an immediate 

follower of Francis of Assisi. Francis of Assisi has since made only 

one brief incarnation on Earth as a child; he died in childhood and 

has not again incarnated. He is intimately linked with the work of 

Buddha on Mars and is one of his most eminent followers. 

We have thus placed before our souls a picture of what came to pass 

through that great Conference at the end of the sixteenth century, 

resembling what had happened on Earth in the thirteenth century, when Christian Rosenkreutz gathered his faithful around him. Nothing less was accomplished than this. - It was possible to avert from humanity the threatened separation into two classes, so that men might remain inwardly united. And those who are intent upon esoteric development, in spite of their absorption in practical life, can achieve their goal because the Buddha is working from the sphere of Mars and not from the sphere of the Earth. Those forces which help to promote a healthy esoteric life are also attributable to the work and influence of Buddha.”        Rudolf Steiner

So far, to some, it may seem we have strayed far off task in our study of Thoreau. But we have not. At Walden, Thoreau brought his experiences of ‘peace’ and ‘sanctuary’ into a thoughtful, northeastern corner of America. Thoreau’s ideas made a strange counter point to the fast paced and media driven American psyche. Thoreau established a model, an isle of Franciscan blessedness, carved out of the Massachusetts soul substance of America.
Thoreau cites Daniel Webster as a being who sustained the taste of Freedom and conscience that Thoreau was aiming at. We already have learned that Thoreau’s groundbreaking essay, his “Civil Disobedience” was filled with riches and wealth that all walks of humanity have benefited by. We have witnessed just how far and deep Thoreau penetrated with his stubborn soul. Thoreau cites Webster in his “Civil Disobedience” by stating:

“I know that most men think differently from myself; but those whose lives are by profession devoted to the study of these or kindred subjects content me as little as any. Statesmen and legislators, standing so completely within the institution, never distinctly and nakedly behold it. They speak of moving society, but have no resting-place without it. They may be men of a certain experience and discrimination, and have no doubt invented ingenious and even useful systems, for which we sincerely thank them; but all their wit and usefulness lie within certain not very wide limits. They are wont to forget that the world is not governed by policy and expediency. Webster never goes behind government, and so cannot speak with authority about it. His words are wisdom to those legislators who contemplate no essential reform in the existing government; but for thinkers, and those who legislate for all time, he never once glances at the subject. I know of those whose serene and wise speculations on this theme would soon reveal the limits of his mind's range and hospitality. Yet, compared with the cheap professions of most reformers, and the still cheaper wisdom and eloquence of politicians in general, his are almost the only sensible and valuable words, and we thank Heaven for him.”

As we conclude this section of the research document on the horrors of the War God Mars and the transformation of the Planetary system in the Souls of Men, it is good to recall what Daniel Webster, Thoreau, Gandhi, King, St. Francis, Buddha, Krishna, Arjuna and Stephen Vincent Benet have wrestled with. Let us taste the vintage verses 36 to 46 of the Stephen Vincent Benet’s classic, “The Devil and Daniel Webster.” 

In this classic we encounter only a few of the vast destructive Mars forces that have entered through Men on Earth and devastated the development of Freedom, Love, Compassion and Civilization on Earth.  In this wonderful work by Benet we have a vision of Goethe’s Faust, and the immense cosmic meaning behind the statement  "What profiteth a man if he gain the whole world, but lose his immortal soul?" The highest goal of life, Christ taught, is to understand and experience our inner spiritual nature. In the Gospel of St. Luke, Jesus instructs mankind to look within for true spiritual life: "Neither shall they say, Lo here! or lo there! for behold, the kingdom of God is within you." 

Mephistopheles – Materialism - Ahriman

In “The Devil and Daniel Webster” the Soul of Man is understood as either Moth, dedicated to the fallen forces of Light; or butterfly. Daniel Webster is hired to defend the Soul of Man against Mephistopheles.   

  “ And just at that moment there was a sharp

rap on the door

    "Ah," said Dan'l Webster, very coolly, "I

thought your clock was a trifle slow, Neighbor

Stone." He stepped to the door and opened it.

"Come in" he said. 

    The stranger came in -- very dark and tall he

looked in the firelight. He was carrying a box

under his arm-a black, japanned box with little

air holes in the lid. At the sight of the box, Jabez

Stone gave a low cry and shrank into a corner of

the room.

    "Mr. Webster, I presume," said the stranger,

very polite, but with his eyes glowing like a fox's

deep in the woods.

   "Attorney of record for Jabez Stone," said

Dan'l Webster, but his eyes were glowing too.

"Might I ask your name?"

   “I’ve gone by a good many,” said the stranger

carelessly. “Perhaps Scratch will do for the eve-

ning. I’m often called that in these regions.”

   Then he sat down at the table and poured him-

self a drink from the jug. The liquor was cold

in the jug, but it came steaming into the glass.

   “And now,” said the stranger, smiling and

showing his teeth, “I shall call upon you, as a

law-abiding citizen, to assist me in taking pos-

session of my property.”

   Well, with that the argument began -- and it

went hot and heavy. At first, Jabez Stone had

a flicker of hope, but when he saw Dan’l Web-

ster being forced back at point after point, he

just sat scrunched in his corner, with his eyes on

that japanned box. For there wasn’t any doubt

as to the deed or the signature -- that was the

worst of it. Dan’l Webster twisted and turned

and thumped his fist on the table, but he couldn’t

get away from that. He offered to compromise

the case; the stranger wouldn't hear of it. He

pointed out the property had increased in value,

and state senators ought to be worth more; the

stranger stuck to the letter of the law. He was a

great lawyer, Dan'l Webster, but we know who's

the King of Lawyers, as the Good Book tells us,

and it seemed as if, for the first time, Dan'l

Webster had met his match.

   Finally, the stranger yawned a little. "Your

spirited efforts on behalf of your client do you

credit, Mr. Webster," he said, "but if you have

no more arguments to adduce, I'm rather pressed

for time-" and Jabez Stone shuddered.

   Dan'l Webster's brow looked dark as a thun-

dercloud. "Pressed or not, you shall not have

this man" he thundered. "Mr. Stone is an

American citizen, and no American citizen may

be forced into the service of a foreign prince.

We fought England for that in ‘12 and we’ll

fight all hell for it again!"

   "Foreign?" said the stranger. "And who calls

me a foreigner?" 

   "Well, I never yet heard of the dev -- of your

claiming American citizenship," said Dan'l Web-

ster with surprise. 

   "And who with better right?" said the

stranger, with one of his terrible smiles. "When

the first wrong was done to the first Indian, I

was there. When the first slaver put out for the

Congo, I stood on her deck. Am I not in your

books and stories and beliefs, from the first set-

tlements on? Am I not spoken of, still, in every

church in New England? 'Tis true the North

claims me for a Southerner, and the South for a

Northerner, but I am neither. I am merely an

honest American like yourself-and of the best

descent-for, to tell the truth, Mr. Webster,

though I don't like to boast of it, my name is

older in this country than yours." 

   "Aha!" said Dan'l Webster, with the veins

standing out in his forehead. "Then I stand on

the Constitution! I demand a trial for my client!" 

   "The case is hardly one for an ordinary court,"

said the stranger, his eyes flickering. "And, in-

deed, the lateness of the hour-"

   "Let it be any court you choose, so it is an

American judge and an American jury!" said

Dan'l Webster in his pride. "Let it be the quick

or the dead; I'll abide the issue!" 

   "You have said it," said the stranger, and

pointed his finger at the door. And with that,

and all of a sudden, there was a rushing of wind

outside and a noise of footsteps. They came, clear

and distinct, through the night. And yet, they

were not like the footsteps of living men. 

   "In God's name, who comes by so late?" cried

Jabez Stone, in an ague of fear. 

   "The jury Mr. Webster demands," said the

stranger, sipping at his boiling glass. "You must

pardon the rough appearance of one or two;

they will have come a long way."

 AND WITH THAT THE FIRE BURNED BLUE AND THE

door blew open and twelve men entered, one

by one. 

   If Jabez Stone had been sick with terror be-

fore, he was blind with terror now. For there

was Walter Butler, the loyalist, who spread fire

and horror through the Mohawk Valley in the

times of the Revolution; and there was Simon

Girty, the renegade, who saw white men burned

at the stake and whooped with the Indians to

see them burn. His eyes were green, like a cata-

mount's, and the stains on his hunting shirt did

not come from the blood of the deer. King Philip

was there, wild and proud as he had been in

life, with the great gash in his head that gave

him his death wound, and cruel Governor Dale,

who broke men on the wheel. There was Morton

of Merry Mount, who so vexed the Plymouth

Colony, with his flushed, loose, handsome face

and his hate of the godly. There was Teach, the

bloody pirate, with his black beard curling on

his breast. The Reverend John Smeet, with his

strangler's hands and his Geneva gown, walked

as daintily as he had to the gallows. The red

print of the rope was still around his neck, but

he carried a perfumed handkerchief in one hand.

One and all, they came into the room with the

fires of hell still upon them, and the stranger

named their names and their deeds as they came,

till the tale of twelve was told. Yet the stranger

had told the truth-they had all played a part

in America. 

   "Are you satisfied with the jury, Mr. Web-

ster?" said the stranger mockingly, when they

had taken their places. 

   The sweat stood upon Dan'l Webster's brow,

but his voice was clear. 

   "Quite satisfied," he said. "Though I miss

General Arnold from the company."

   "Benedict Arnold is engaged upon other busi-

ness," said the stranger, with a glower. "Ah, you

asked for a justice, I believe."

   He pointed his finger once more, and a tall

man, soberly clad in Puritan garb, with the burn-

ing gaze of the fanatic, stalked into the room

and took his judge's place. 

   "Justice Hathorne is a jurist of experience,"

said the stranger. "He presided at certain witch

trials once held in Salem. There were others

who repented of the business later, but not he." 

   "Repent of such notable wonders and under-

takings?" said the stern old justice. "Nay, hang

them-hang them all!" And he muttered to him-

self in a way that struck ice into the soul of Jabez

Stone.

   Then the trial began, and, as you might ex-

pect, it didn't look anyways good for the defense.” 

We may chart the transcendentalist movement and grasp what Steiner revealed about the Michael School calling forth Cosmic Intelligence and a deepening of the ancient mysteries of mankind. We may Chart the Romantic Movement of the 19th century, inventors or filmmakers existing in our 20th, and 21st century, yet behind some of the stunning experiences they present, are vast changes in consciousness and deep thundering changes in the psyche of mankind. 

The Dead disappear from our view for a longer period than they lived on Earth and we imagine that their insights and destiny are lost to us, but they are not. These profound changes are laid in the foundational structure of souls before they incarnate. They become our destinies our crises and the pathways to the deepest transformations of heart and mind that we gain from our lives on Earth. These deeds and acts of freedom and courage wrought from the new forces given to souls passing through the Mars Devachan, pass through the conscience and individual free deeds humanity performs on Earth. 

We can understand that America was given the gift of Emerson and that Emerson and Thoreau are something like what Goethe and Schiller were for Europe. We understand relationships, biographies and Karma yet still we would be hard pressed to understand the Mars Sphere as Steiner has described it.

“Emerson later says, "The country knows not yet, or in the least part, how great a son it has lost. It seems an injury that he should leave in the midst his broken task which none else can finish ... "  

Thoreau brought into incarnation with him, a strong Hamlet issue.  Does Conscience make cowards of us all? Can we remain conscious and clearly focused, in touch with our higher beings, while performing deeds? This is what the Deed of Buddha and St. Francis on Mars was all about. This doing factor applies very strongly to how Americans view action or how Hamlet or Thoreau, King, Gandhi or Arjuna viewed action.  

Right Action is part of the Buddha’s 8-fold path.  The Luke Jesus Buddha individual had in his Astral Body and higher being, the Krishna decisions that are understood by Right Deeds and Right Actions. Thoreau immersed himself in the study of the Vedas and ancient texts from India. These, in themselves, as study material, went against the grain America’s doer consciousness. In this doer consciousness that Thoreau wrestled with was a method for the transformation of the Mars forces in the will and heart region.  Thoreau was able to find the moral technique in his “Civil Disobedience” that would connect deeds on Earth to the conscience.

“The Universal Form which Krishna assumed stunned the egoistic individuality of Arjuna, and in a thrill it looked as if his very being would evaporate in those dizzy heights of that blazing eternal form, which, with its supernal radiance, darkened the lights of thousands of suns…

The Secret of Right Action

       “The Bhagavad-Gita is the classic treatise on the science of right activity, called Karma Yoga. Krishna exhorts Arjuna to engage himself in the performance of duty, by regarding pleasure and pain as well as success and failure as equal, for the purpose of rightly directed work is not the achieving of any result for oneself but discharging the duty of cooperation with the law of the Universe. The merit that a right action produces never perishes in time, however small it be, and even the least effort done in the direction of righteousness is capable of saving one from the danger of falling into the bondage of life. One should, for this purpose, go beyond the pairs of opposites like pleasure and pain, by centering oneself in purity of thought achieved through a carefree life of the establishment of consciousness in the Universal Self.  

       “One’s duty is only to act and not covet the fruit of action. The secret of right action is in so conducting oneself that there is neither regard for the result of the action nor is there total abstinence from action. But the non-regard to the fruit of action is not to be interpreted as callousness to the performance of duty and a carelessness towards its method and purpose,—that would be another form of selfishness,—for Karma Yoga is ‘dexterity in execution’ and ‘balance of mind’ in the performance of action. Lest this science of action should be mistaken for mere prudence of behavior and shrewdness in conduct, Krishna adds that all action is to be done after fixing oneself in Yoga and detaching oneself from any ulterior motive behind it. And Yoga is the equanimous settling of oneself in the consciousness of God.  

       “No one would gain anything by trying to cease from action, because no one can remain without action even for a moment, as everyone is forcibly driven to it by the properties of Prakriti whose very nature is to evolve increasingly into higher levels of being. There is no point in maintaining an inactivity of the body while the mind and the senses are engaged in the quest of their objects. It is true Karma Yoga when one engages oneself in outward action in keeping with the way of the world, while the mind and the senses are under perfect control. The purpose of work is not the achievement of any selfish end but participation in the cooperative activity of creation. Society everywhere lives on cooperation, the mechanism of the body works on cooperation, the world is an embodiment of mutual cooperation, the solar and stellar systems have their meaning in cooperation, the universe with all its contents is a dramatic scene of an all-round cooperative process. This marvelous system of the universal government becomes intelligible in the concept of the Virat-Purusha or God as the Cosmic Person described in the Purusha-Sukta of the Veda and the Vishvarupadarsana of the Gita.  “

 But Thoreau, like Hamlet, was endowed with a new light in the realm of conscience. This intense Christ light has not only penetrated the world of the Dead, but has begun to illuminate deeper and deeper strata’s of the I AM structure. Our individual actions, our responsibility and Karma are connected with the wisdom and Freedom humanity is endowed with. Thoreau’s questions in his “Civil Disobedience” were centered on Right Action and an intense dose of Conscience.

“Can there not be a government in which majorities do not virtually decide right and wrong, but conscience?

“Must the citizen ever for a moment, or in the least degree, resign his conscience to the legislation? Why has every man a conscience then?

“It is truly enough said that a corporation has no conscience, but a corporation of conscientious men is a corporation with a conscience.

“A common and natural result of an undue respect for law is that you may see a file of soldiers, colonel, captain, corporal, privates, powder-monkeys, and all, marching in admirable order over hill and dale to the wars, against their wills, ay, against their common sense and consciences.  …Now, what are they? Men at all? Or small moveable forts and magazines, at the service of some unscrupulous man in power?     

“…it is the fault of the government itself that the remedy is worse than the evil. It makes it worse. Why is it not more apt to anticipate and provide reform? Why does it nor cherish its wise minority? Why does it cry and resist before it is hurt? Why does it not encourage its citizens to be on the alert to point out its faults, and do better than it would have them? Why does it always crucify Christ, and excommunicate Copernicus and Luther, and pronounce Washington and Franklin rebels?”       Thoreau’s “Civil Disobedience”

Thoreau, like Hamlet, makes a soliloquy in his “Civil Disobedience” that portrays the struggle each individual must have when they ask themselves, what their tax dollars are used for? This same soliloquy reverberated in Gandhi and Martin Luther King Jr. It reverberates in every human being who shares the Light of Conscience that flows through the bloodstream and penetrates the etheric and astral forces with the light of the I AM.

“… I sometimes say to myself, When many millions of men, without heat, [passion] without ill will, without personal feeling of any kind, demand of you a few shillings only, without the possibility, such is their constitution, of retracting or altering their present demand, and without the possibility, on your side, of appeal to any other millions, why expose yourself to this overwhelming brute force? You do not resist cold and hunger, the winds and the waves, thus obstinately; you quietly submit to a thousand similar necessities. You do not put your head into the fire. But just in proportion as I regard this as not wholly a brute force, but partly a human force, and consider that I have relations to those millions as to so many millions of men, and not of mere brute or inanimate things, I see that appeal is possible, first and instantaneously, from them to the Maker of them, and, secondly, from them to themselves. But if I put my head deliberately into the fire, there is no appeal to fire or to the Maker of fire, and I have only myself to blame. If I could convince myself that I have any right to be satisfied with men as they are, and to treat them accordingly, and not according, in some respects, to my requisitions and expectations of what they and I ought to be, then, like a good Mussulman and fatalist, I should endeavor to be satisfied with things as they are, and say it is the will of God. And, above all, there is this difference between resisting this and a purely brute or natural force, that I can resist this with some effect; but I cannot expect, like Orpheus, to change the nature of the rocks and trees and beasts.”      Thoreau’s “Civil Disobedience”

Thoreau also includes in his “Civil Disobedience” a soliloquy dedicated to the clueless, Hamlet’s, unilluminated worshippers of the status quo, Rosencrantz and Guildenstern. Thoreau, like Hamlet, recognizes the quality of the soul life of those who walk through life without inner knowledge or reflection. Rosencrantz and Guildenstern lacked what Gandhi and Martin Luther King Jr. had in abundance. Therefore Thoreau includes these ‘soul observations’ that have fueled the changes and focused the new strategy that emanates from the Buddha deed on Mars. Can we walk through life without understanding our neighbor’s position? 

“I saw yet more distinctly the State in which I lived. I saw to what extent the people among whom I lived could be trusted as good neighbors and friends; that their friendship was for summer weather only; that they did not greatly propose to do right; that they were a distinct race from me by their prejudices and superstitions, as the Chinamen and Malays are; that in their sacrifices to humanity they ran no risks, not even to their property; that after all they were not so noble but they treated the thief as he had treated them, and hoped, by a certain outward observance and a few prayers, and by walking in a particular straight though useless path from time to time, to save their souls. This may be to judge my neighbors harshly;” 

Thoreau brought into incarnation a very different perspective than some of the other Transcendentalists. The significant signature of Thoreau is that he inaugurates a pocket of peaceful- non-violent resistance that reveals a conscious reversal of the Mars Energies of the past. 

In tracing the line of descent of individuals who have carried out the work of inaugurating a new Spiritual line of unconscious Mars initiates we can plainly list three of ‘the usual suspects’. In the days of blood we would have listed the family pedigree and heredity. From Arthurian research, we have understood that there was an office of cultural initiates who bore the title of Arthur, not merely one single individuality that carried that name. Here as well, we can trace the Inner illumination of those who have understood the Mars experience, and have carried their experiences into Earth life with some effect, in the same way as we consider a line of descendants in heredity. 

Each of them, The Usual Suspects, brought forth a further generation and improvement on the moral technique created by Thoreau. We see the generation of a product, like Windows 95-98-2000 etc.. these improvements are less important to humanity than the improvements made by souls who perfect the moral technique of Peace on Earth, good will towards men.  

In the following unique individuals, the new Mars Initiation and the transformation of conscience has been carried, as if by some intricate Celtic knotting, and planted deep into the fabric of society.

“The Usual Suspects”
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We know that Buddha was assigned to Mars, after his experiences as the Luke Jesus of the Gospels. We also know that ancient Odin had been a great stimulator for the forces of courage in the blood, a harbinger of the warmth and the ancient warfare that allowed humanity to stand in the icy northlands and feel the profound strengthening of the I AM in the blood. This extraordinary destiny of ancient Odhinn turned 180 degrees around as the mighty soul spiritual Being of the Buddha unraveled his karmic knots. This graduation from human to Buddha hood brought Buddha in relationship to events of Golgotha.

For Thoreau, Walden was a place where one of the transcendentalist explorers managed to recover and probe the core of his experiences with Buddha and Mars before his birth as Thoreau. Walden Pond is also one of America’s many mystery centers. A good research document that brings some depth to Thoreau is, The Environmental Imagination by Laurence Buell.

“Section III of The Environmental Imagination, entitled "Environmental Sainthood," devotes even more attention to Thoreau than the others, but here we encounter him less as a text and more as a person, an icon and a spirit. In this section, Buell cleverly uses religious language to illuminate ways that any leader who bears a vital message of rescue or salvation can be elevated to sainthood by a combination of personal creativity, institutional support, historical accident, and audience appeal.  “

It was in Thoreau’s “Civil Disobedience” that the new paradigm of Buddhism, Rosicrucianism and Cosmic Christianity revealed the new mystery of Mars and the work of St. Francis and Buddha. Thoreau was a true defender of the sacred gift of human conscience. He had a real Hamlet quality about him. This projection of the external Mars forces back into the introspection and control of the human spirit is what fueled Gandhi and the Civil Rights movements of Martin Luther King Jr. Instead of doing violence and perpetuating Mars energies externally, these same clear, aggressive, reflective energies were re-directed inwardly. 

One might still be ‘angry as hell’ but the anger was forced towards a deepened level of thinking and compassion in the blood. This is the significant Mars key each of us holds that enables the transformation of world anger into world love. Both are pivotal directions of force in the development of the I AM.  Anger draws us back to instinct and unconsciousness, but when apprehended and observed and its force re-directed; clarity, compassion, and courage arise in a new way. This has been tested by the life and martyred deaths of both Gandhi and Martin Luther King Jr. 

“Gandhi had won India's freedom from British rule. Like King, Gandhi had read Thoreau's essay. He, too, believed that people had the right to disobey unjust laws. Like Thoreau, he believed that they should gladly go to jail when they break such laws. "Fill the jails," Gandhi said. 

Gandhi had won India's freedom in a very unusual way. From the start, he told his people not to use violence. He told them to resist the British by peaceful means only. What peaceful means could they use? They could march. They could sit down or lie down in the streets. They could strike. They could fast. They could boycott British goods. 

But they could never use violence, Gandhi said. Violence defeats itself. It only brings about more hate and more violence.

“Gandhi told his followers to meet body force with soul force. He told them to meet hate with love. He told them they must learn to suffer if they wanted to win their freedom. "Rivers of blood may have to flow before we gain our freedom," Gandhi said. "But it must be our blood." We will win our freedom -- he told them -- and we will also win the respect of the British. That, he told his followers, must be their aim. Gandhi called this strategy "war without violence." It was successful, and helped India gain its freedom.”
 

Martin Luther King Jr. wrote in his autobiography:

“When I went to Morehouse as a freshman in 1944, my concern for racial and economic justice was already substantial. During my student days I read Henry David Thoreau's essay "On Civil Disobedience" for the first time. Here, in this courageous New Englander's refusal to pay his taxes and his choice of jail rather than support a war that would spread slavery's territory into Mexico, I made my first contact with the theory of nonviolent resistance. Fascinated by the idea of refusing to cooperate with an evil system, I was so deeply moved that I reread the work several times. 

I became convinced that noncooperation with evil is as much a moral obligation as is cooperation with good. No other person has been more eloquent and passionate in getting this idea across than Henry David Thoreau. As a result of his writings and personal witness, we are the heirs of a legacy of creative protest. The teachings of Thoreau came alive in our civil rights movement; indeed, they are more alive than ever before. Whether expressed in a sit-in at lunch counters, a freedom ride into Mississippi, a peaceful protest in Albany, Georgia, a bus boycott in Montgomery, Alabama, these are outgrowths of Thoreau's insistence that evil must be resisted and that no moral man can patiently adjust to injustice.”
 

Thoreau, by opposing the external thrust and pragmatic superficiality of America, restored and found in himself the vast riches he had been given when he had strayed into the Mars world and encountered the remarkable spirits of Buddha and St. Francis. We see what it means to say ‘meetings with remarkable men’. So powerful were the impressions made on Thoreau by these remarkable spirits he had encountered before his birth and the stunning Buddha event on Mars, that it allowed Thoreau to recover some of his pre-birth experiences. Through his schooling with Buddha and St. Francis he was able to fulfill a promise and a vow he made while renewing himself in the aggressive world of Mars Beings prior to his birth. Thoreau bequeathed to us the moral technique and outline of “Civil Disobedience.”

“Emerson later says, "The country knows not yet, or in the least part, how great a son it has lost. It seems an injury that he should leave in the midst his broken task which none else can finish ... "   

Thoreau certainly was an odd fish in the American pond. That which makes an American ambitious, driven and proud to be ‘practical’, utilitarian and pragmatic was foreign to Thoreau’s nature.  He refused to be driven off or forced away from intimate contact with his inner being. The forces that exist in the far west, with all the toys and external distractions, constantly press the soul away from the depth of their inner beings.

“But one of the most original perspectives to come out in the sixties was a psychological interpretation of Thoreau. This came out of Carl Bode's introduction to The Portable Thoreau, which he edited. Bode re-edited this edition in 1964 and drew on a Freudian approach to Thoreau, based on Raymond Gozzi's work. Bode claims that Thoreau was ". . . plagued by an 'incipient homosexuality'"(p. 111, Bode as quoted by Meyer p. 173) Bode saw John Brown as a mythological father-figure for Thoreau. The hatred of father is translated into a hatred of state, of the paternalistic powerful government, according to Bode. In the same psychoanalytical mode, C. Roland Wagner, writes ". . . that much of Thoreau's writing represents his unconscious struggle for a sexual identity. . . ." (Meyer 175) 

In profiling Thoreau, I was not looking for shallow psychological comparisons, if his daddy spanked him or he was poor, I was looking at the karmic signature of Thoreau’s life, his ‘meeting with remarkable spirits’. These pre-birth experiences allowed Thoreau to calmly look within, while America herself was externally pressing forcefully outward and forcing interests, conscience, education and technology into pragmatic, utilitarian channels of frontierism.

“This stage of the Christian Mystic's spiritual development therefore involves a reversal of the creative force from its ordinary downward course where it is wasted in generation to satisfy the passions, to an upward course through the tripartite spinal cord, whose three segments are ruled by the Moon, Mars, and Mercury respectively…” STIGMATA INITIATION

It is from the very pressure to externalize and manifest action and deeds that America gets such startling inversions of soul force like Martin Luther King Jr. and Thoreau. This force of externalization, rationalizes itself into exploration and propulsion into the Dead Image of the Planetary World, instead of the Living Image of the planetary world that appears in the psychological make-up of incarnating souls. 

In other words, while men press technology into service, to guide them and bring them closer to the dead image of the planet Mars, we slowly forfeit our children’s abilities to see and participate in the inner exploration of the Planetary system. A space suit and the person in it, unless he or she is an initiate, must remain within the limited sense system bounded by our five known senses. Therefore the vast mystery of the Christ Event and our participation with reincarnation and the planetary system must remain a blind spot. 

The harder we press outwards to insist that the cosmos behave the way we expect it, the stronger the shocks we will be forced to endure because the cosmos is changing through the activities of evolving higher humanity. These immense changes are all happening from within, including the inventions, technology and unfolding life we plan for participation in the planetary worlds. There is a moral equation hidden here, Martin Luther King Jr., Gandhi and Thoreau had the courage to look at this equation.

Therefore we must hold a question in our consciousness. If a division of humanity, between those who would only recognize outer deeds and those who would only recognize inner deeds was coming to a direct confrontation, what does the race for the exploration of Dead Space tell us? Does it not pose the question of the ongoing struggle humanity is having in recognizing the Christ Event? Does it not jeopardize and bring counter forces against the moral deeds of both Buddha and Christ? Does our educational system, based on externalization, aid and abet the rift that Buddha, St. Francis, Thoreau, Gandhi, Martin Luther King Jr. are fighting to prevent?

It was said that St. Francis, long before he was St. Francis, was an intimate and devoted pupil of the great Buddha. In other words St. Francis had lived previously in an incarnation along side, and sharing the life and destiny, with the Great Buddha around 600 B. C. Unlike Thoreau, a great Moral Being lived in the same era as the individual who became St. Francis. Unlike Thoreau, Buddha made an enormous impression on the companion and pupil who lived along side Buddha. 

What can we say about the disciples around Christ and the Christ Event who knew and saw him personally is even greater than what we are about to unfold concerning the Initiation of St. Francis. 

Instead of working with the dense Karma of the Earth, St. Francis chose to join Buddha in a mighty transformation of the stubborn, horrible forces of violence and brutality that infect humans on their passage through the Mars sphere of after-life. It was by passing through these aggressive forces from the sphere of Mars that humanity became saturated with soul disturbing violence. 

This violence managed to break through the subconscious barriers in the human soul and find outlets for legitimization through mass destruction and warfare. This unchecked violence also leaked out of individuals, serial killers and violent, spontaneous criminal acts. By WWII the corporate, Industrial efficiency of mass murder, ethnic cleansing and monstrous acts beyond anything previously conceived or imagined, had taken bitter, bitter, root, in men’s hearts. Men have become efficient, heartless killers, who have changed the destruction of human forms to “collateral damage.” 

Getting at the Root cause of violence in the human soul is where Buddha and St. Francis set to work.  By healing the gritty violence from within the invisible shaping of the souls forces prior to their return to earthly incarnation humanity could find the alchemical key to the highest secret of the Christ. The Mystery of the Higher Immortal Ego in the Love and Light of the blood was the secret to its transformation. The moral technique has been described by Thoreau, Gandhi, Martin Luther King Jr., by Wagner and his Grail mysteries and achieved by Buddha and St. Francis in the Stigmata.

St. Francis went through an accelerated Christ Initiation event, so that he could arise quickly and eliminate his karmic slate. St. Francis so desired to travel further with his beloved teacher, Buddha, that he was overshadowed by the futuristic penetration of the Stigmata Initiation. Freeing up the Karmic threads St. Francis carried allowed him to sacrifice his current Earth destiny and prepare for a ‘virgin’ destiny as a Mars Being and to intercept Buddha in 1604 and assist with the spiritualization of the planetary Logos that the Christ Being was performing in conjunction with Buddha on Mars. 

Yet this undercurrent spiritual activity is only accomplished through the free participation of Human Beings who recognize the meaning of love, Freedom and finally initiation.
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In order to enter the alien sphere of Mars, having borne the karma of an Earth Being, St. Francis needed the accelerated path of Christian Initiation, to, as it were, burn off the residue of karmic attachments to Earth. This is a different form of propulsion, far more intimate and, in St. Francis specific case, propelled by a profound Love for Buddha/Jesus.

Gravity and attachment to earth have far more to do with the inner being of man, just as levitation and inner planetary exploration have much more to do with initiation. Rocketing free from our Karmic attachment to Earth and landing on Mars is equal to elastically running away from our own center of gravity. That center of gravity is the Christ Event. There is likely to be a terrific force of karmic dynamic that rebounds and springs back on those who force the issue of unconscious, external, planetary exploration. This was initially foreboded in “The Challenger Disaster”.
 

The remnants of ancient Initiation schools echo in the training of NASA astronaut programs.  Like the Car and the Egyptian Ka, the vehicle and the Space suit insulate the five senses and act as a shield around the body. However ancient initiations not only strengthened the body but also the inner psychic organs, the etheric, astral and higher I AM were brought into alignment through Temple initiations.

 But let us examine very carefully the accelerated forces of the so-called “Stigmata Initiation”.  What we observe, when we carefully observe the trajectory of the spine and the Stigmata Initiation, includes the same Planetary agenda that current culture imagines in our progress towards landing on the Moon, Mars and Mercury.

The Stigmata Initiation

“This stage of the Christian Mystic's spiritual development therefore involves a reversal of the creative force from its ordinary downward course where it is wasted in generation to satisfy the passions, to an upward course through the tripartite spinal cord, whose three segments are ruled by the Moon, Mars, and Mercury respectively, and where the rays of Neptune then lights THE REGENERATIVE SPINAL SPIRIT FIRE. This mounting upward sets the pituitary body and the pineal gland into vibration, opening up the spiritual sight; and striking the frontal sinus it starts the CROWN OF THORNS throbbing with pain as the bond with the physical body is burned by the sacred Spirit Fire, which wakes this center from its age-long sleep to a throbbing, pulsating life sweeping onward to the other centers in the FIVE-POINTED STIGMATIC STAR. They are also vitalized, an the whole vehicle becomes aglow with a golden glory. Then with a final wrench the great vortex of the desire body located in the liver is liberated, and the martial energy contained in that vehicle propels upward the SIDEREAL VEHICLE (so- called because the STIGMATA in the head, hands, and feet are located in the same positions relative to one another as the points in a five-pointed star), which ascends through THE SKULL (Golgotha), while the CRUCIFIED CHRISTIAN utters his triumphant cry, "Consummatum est" (it has been accomplished), and soars into the subtler spheres to seek Jesus whose life he has imitated with such success and from whom he is thenceforth inseparable. Jesus is his Teacher and his guide to the kingdom of Christ, where all shall be united in one body to learn and to practice the RELIGION OF THE FATHER, to whom the kingdom will eventually revert that He may be All in All.

“The Christian Mystic lacks knowledge of how to perform the act without producing an exterior manifestation. The STIGMATA develop in him spontaneously by constant contemplation of Christ and unceasing efforts to imitate Him in all things. These exterior STIGMATA comprise not only the wounds in the hands and feet and that in the side but also those impressed by the crown of thorns and by the scourging. The most remarkable example of stigmatization is that said to have occurred in 1224 to Francis of Assisi on the mountain of Alverno. Being absorbed in contemplation of the Passion he saw a seraph approaching, blazing with fire and having between its wings the figure of the Crucified. St. Francis became aware that in hands, feet, and side he had received externally the marks of crucifixion. These marks continued during the two years until his death, and are claimed to have been seen by many eyewitnesses, including Pope Alexander the Fourth. 

 “The Dominicans disputed the fact, but at length made the same claim for Catherine of Sienna, whose STIGMATA were explained as having at her own request been made invisible to others. The Franciscans appealed to Sixtus the Fourth who forbade representation of St. Catherine to made with the STIGMATA. Still the fact of the STIGMATA is recorded in the Breviary Office, and Benedict the 13th granted the Dominicans a Feast in commemoration of it. Others, especially women who have the positive vital body, are claimed to have received some or all of the STIGMATA. The last to be canonized by the Catholic Church for this reason was Veronica Giuliana (1831). More recent cases are those of Anna Catherine Emmerich, who became a nun at Agnetenberg; L'Estatica Maria Von Moerl of Caldero; Louise Lateau, whose STIGMATA were said to bleed every Friday; and Mrs. Girling of the Newport Shaker community. 

 “But whether the STIGMATA are visible or invisible the effect is the same. The spiritual currents generated in the vital body of such a person are so powerful that the body is scourged by them as it were, particularly in the region of the head, where they produce a feeling akin to that of the crown of thorns. Thus there finally dawns upon the person a full realization that the physical body is a cross which he is bearing, a prison and not the real man. This brings him to the next step in his Initiation, viz., the crucifixion, which is experienced by the development of the other centers in his hands and feet where the vital body is thus being severed from the dense vehicle.

“ We are told in the Gospel story that Pilate placed a sign reading, 'JESUS NAZARENUS REX JUDAEOREM" on Jesus' cross, and this is translated in the authorized version to mean, "Jesus of Nazareth the King of the Jews." But the initials INRI placed upon the cross represent the names of the four elements in Hebrew: IAM, water; NOUR, fire; RUACH, spirit or vital air; and IABESHAH, earth. This is the occult key to the mystery of crucifixion, for it symbolizes in the first place the salt, sulphur, mercury, and azoth which were used by the ancient alchemists to make the Philosopher's Stone, the universal solvent, the ELIXIR-VITAE. The two "I's" (IAM and IABESHAH) represent the saline lunar water: a, in a fluidic state holding salt in solution, and b, the coagulated extract of this water, the "SALT OF THE EARTH"; in other words, the finer fluidic vehicles of man and his dense body. N (NOUR) in Hebrew stands for fire and the combustible elements, chief among which are SULPHUR and PHOSPHORUS so necessary to oxidation, without which warm blood would be an impossibility. The Ego under this condition could not function in the body nor could thought find a material expression. R (RUACH) is the Hebrew equivalent for the spirit, AZOTH, functioning in the MERCURIAL mind. Thus the four letters INRI placed over the cross of Christ according to the Gospel story represent composite man, the Thinker, at the point in his spiritual development where he is getting ready for liberation from the cross of his dense vehicle. 

   Proceeding further along the same line of elucidation we may note that INRI is the symbol of the crucified candidate for the following additional reasons: 

   IAM is the Hebrew word signifying water, the fluidic LUNAR, moon element which forms the principal part of the human body (about 87 per cent). This word is also the symbol of the finer fluidic vehicles of desire and emotion. NOUR, the Hebrew word signifying fire, is a symbolic representation of the heat-producing red blood laden with martial Mars iron, fire, and energy, which the occultist sees coursing as a gas through the veins and arteries of the human body infusing it with energy and ambition without which there could be neither material nor spiritual progress. It also represents the sulphur and phosphorus necessary for the material manifestation of thought as already mentioned. 

“RUACH, the Hebrew word for spirit or vital air, is an excellent symbol of the Ego clothed in the mercurial Mercury mind, which makes MAN and enables him to control and direct his bodily vehicles and activities in a rational manner. 

 “IABESHAH is the Hebrew word for earth, representing the solid fleshy part which makes up the CRUCIFORM EARTHY BODY crystallized within the finer vehicles at birth and severed from them in the ordinary course of things at death, or in the extraordinary event that we learn to die the mystic death and ascend to the glories of the higher spheres for a time.”

In order for St. Francis to prepare for his ‘virgin’ incarnation in the Mars World he needed to be fully trained to reverse the aggressive forces of Mars Beings. Here, if anything at all, we would encounter a child, in the Mars world, very ill adapted to the aggressive conditions of the normal Mars Beings.

While the whole of the planetary system has diverse Beings engaged in striving and existence, it should be remembered that all of them are made in the Image of God, as immortal potential beings, and all of them are offspring of the Logos. That does not mean that they have an identical form or similar sense perceptions. 

We know therefore that the Christ Being, as vast and as comprehensive as He is, also had to fit in and orientate himself as a lofty Being, larger than earth life but not larger than the immortality built into the human I AM. Humanity certainly looked foreign to him, and alien to him, in regards to the Angelic community he had just passed through.  It is right here where the delusions of alien beings, vast, super intelligent beings and rumors of life on other planets merge and become confused in our pseudo scientific minds.

Buddha encountered such conditions in the Mars world as well. Buddha completed his human development on Earth and had freed his Angel. In other words, Buddha now acts as a human Angelic Being amidst the Mars Beings. Buddha no longer had Karma or gravity to bind him to earth existence.  Our records show that not only did St. Francis achieve the ‘Stigmata Initiation’ but, in order to prepare to reverse the forces of the Angry Red Planet and assist Buddha in his cosmic mission, St. Francis as well, fulfilled certain conditions while still on Earth.

The conditions that Buddha, St. Francis, Thoreau, Gandhi and Martin Luther King Jr. have revealed about the Mars event can be summed up in this prayer.

St. Francis prepared for his mission to Mars in a very different way then we do today. It is this exact counter image that is the problem with American exploration of dead space as opposed to those hearty astronauts who have already braved the Initiation Training offered by the Christ Event. 

“Grotesque as it may seem, it is true nevertheless, that 

since the seventeenth century, every human being in the Mars- 

existence is, for a time, a Buddhist, a Franciscan, an immediate 

follower of Francis of Assisi.”  Rudolf Steiner

NASA is not yet offering residencies on neighboring Planets. NASA is not offering colonization of the Christ Logos of Love, as human representatives begin merging with various planetary communities and colonies of Star Beings. This is where an enormous delusional problem of perception has arisen in American Education. This is where C.S. Lewis struggled with his Space Trilogy. 

“The first book in C. S. Lewis's acclaimed Space Trilogy, which continues with Perelandra and That Hideous Strength, Out of the Silent Planet begins the adventures of the remarkable Dr. Ransom. Here, that estimable man is abducted by aliens and taken via spaceship to the red planet of Malacandra. Once on the planet, he eludes his captors, risking his life and his chances of returning to Earth. First published in 1943, Out of the Silent Planet remains a mysterious and suspenseful tour de force from one of our best-love writers.”

Closer in tone is Robert A. Heinlein’s 1962 book “Stranger in a Strange Land” written 100 years after the death of Thoreau in 1862.

“Stranger in a Strange Land, winner of the 1962 Hugo Award, is the story of Valentine Michael Smith, born during, and the only survivor of, the first manned mission to Mars. Michael is raised by Martians, and he arrives on Earth as a true innocent: he has never seen a woman and has no knowledge of Earth's cultures or religions. But he brings turmoil with him, as he is the legal heir to an enormous financial empire, not to mention de facto owner of the planet Mars. With the irascible popular author Jubal Harshaw to protect him, Michael explores human morality and the meanings of love. He founds his own church, preaching free love and disseminating the psychic talents taught him by the Martians. Ultimately, he confronts the fate reserved for all messiahs.”

Instead of fully gathering depth, by saturating in the far west forces of inner vision that arise in the quiet certitude of concentration, America rejected such inwardness as impractical, visionary, dreamy and lacking common sense. Everyone and every impulse mentioned in this work are labeled as Liberal, flaky and current thought opens its guns to full mockery. It is this counterpoint to the externalized technical death forces of America that Thoreau, like a true Native American, countered in himself.  Hawthorne, in his essays, recognized right away the split between the powerful psychotic will forces of the American and the abstract thinking forces that pull him apart and sever his soul from a threefold integration.

Thoreau represents the very antidote to the tendency in the far west to externalize everything. The lie of Space Exploration against the inner magnitude of soul and spiritual exploration is an example of the pragmatic frontiersmen like mind set, where more and more forces, education and the structure of the human mind, are externalized and alienated from the core of what a human spirit truly is. Thoreau boldly states that he had been reincarnated in the past. This knowledge flies in the face of anything considered wise or practical in America today. His attitude defies fundamentalism and grasps Buddhism and Hindu philosophies and plants them down on the soil of Walden Pond. 

Walden Pond was a Franciscan sanctuary and a Mars mystery center transplanted on American soil. It remains a powerful antidote to our American quest to land astronauts on Mars when viewed against the preparations St. Francis made to join Buddha in his mission to Mars. This is not to say that satellite communication and NASA and the aggressive space programs did not aid advances in technology immensely. Who could have guessed that these insights would also be linked to the lineage of explorers and heroes like Gandhi and Martin Luther King Jr. who also brought forward the new revelation from the Mars world?  

Thoreau describes his sanctuary at Walden Pond in very distinctive terms. He says:

"Where I lived was as far off as many a region viewed nightly by astronomers. We are wont to imagine rare and delectable places in some remote and more celestial corner of the system, behind the constellation of Cassiopeia's Chair, far from noise and disturbance. I discovered that my house actually had its site in such a withdrawn, but forever new and unprofaned, part of the universe. If it were worth the while to settle in those parts near to the Pleiades or the Hyades, to Aldebaran or Altair, then I was really there, or at an equal remoteness from the life which I had left behind, dwindled and twinkling with as fine a ray to my nearest neighbor, and to be seen only in moonless nights by him. Such was that part of creation where I had squatted; -- “
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
